assault with intent to do great 
bodily harm (less than murder).

Giocomarra said he heard Pelto 
scream, "My legs!" 

Giocomarra, too, was brushed 
by the car and escaped injury by 
jumping onto the hood of another 
car, he testified. 

. "He came right towards me," 
Giocomarra testified against 
Boone. He estimated that Boone 
was driving at 30 to 40 mph. 

Bar 'employee Don Hendrix, 
who had gone to Rock-a-Way 
even though he wasn't working 
that night, testified that he and 
another man broke out the win­
dow of the Mustang and tried to 
stop Boone. 

"I was dragged for 10 feet (by 
the car)," Hendrix testified. He 
was treated at Annapolis Hospi­
tal. 

Boone's companion, Julie 

Phelps, testified that.she didn't 
give Boone permission to use her 
car. Testimony indicated that 
Qoone stole Phelps' keys from her 
purse. 

Phelps testified that Boone 
drank two beers before they went 
to Rock-a-Way and that he drank 
at least two more at the bar. Em­
ployees ' testified that - Boone 
didn't appear to be drunk, howev­
er. • 

Defense attorney Alvin Fick ar­
gued that Boone meant no harm 
and that he was driving erratical­
ly because he was afraid of being 
attacked in the bar parking lot. 

"He was in fear for his life at 
that point," Fick said.

The woman's attempt to escape 
him by locking her bedroom door 
failed when Grossman kicked in 
that door, too, but the woman 
managed to run past him and flee 
the house, Speir said.

victed. He remains in custody, 
"and the judge increased his bond 
from $10,000-to $50,000 cash or 
surety after a court officer saw 
him look at Holt in the courtroom 
and mouth words interpreted as,

The stabbing occurred Feb. 17 
in the living room of Dean's resi­
dence on Menominee, in WeSt-
land's Norwayne neighborhood, 
Holt said. The bet stemmed from 
Holt's claim that he could drive 
Dean's car — without a license 
plate — to a gas station and back 
without getting stopped by West-
land police, he said. 

Holt testified that he had just 
met Dean through a friend earlier 
that same day. They shared some 
drinks, he said. 

Holt testified that Dean re­

neged on paying the $5 bet after. 
Holt drove the car to a gas sta­
tion, and the two fought at Dean's 
residence. 

Dean and his girlfriend left the 
house after the stabbing, and 
Holt testified that he drank from 
a fifth of vodka before he walked 
to a neighbor's house and asked a 
"woman to phone the police de 
partment for help. 

Holt was treated for his inju­
ries, but they weren't life-threat­
ening. In a lighter moment Thurs­
day, he testified that the injuries 
to his sides were cushioned by 
"my love handles, which I now 
call my life savers." 

Under questioning from a de­
fense attorney, Holt denied that 
he, too, was armed during the 
fight, though he did admit that he 
is a "knife enthusiast." 

Prosecutors noted in court 
Thursday that Dean has served 
time in prison previously for lar­
ceny, stealing a car and commit­
ting sexual offenses against a mi­
nor.

For many reasons, negotiating a 
contract in the year Michigan 
dramatically changes the way it 
funds schools will be difficult, 
said both Rennels and Nancy 
Shaw, president of the Livonia 
Education Association (LEA). 

Rennels pointed to the finan­
cial uncertainty hovering over all 
districts until they know for sure 
how the new school funding plan 
adopted affects them individual-
ly. 

"There'll be a lot of items on 
the table, and resolving them will 
be difficult because of economic 
uncertainty," Rennels said. 
"Things will get easier once we 
see what kind of money we have. 

"But given the change in fund­
ing, negotiations will be more pro­
tracted. We'll be dealing with is­
sues that are near and dear to the 
hearts of employees, such as 
health care." 

Lying on the bargaining table 
also will be a lot of issues that 
have little to do with finances, 
Shaw said. These include in­
creased stress on classroom 
teachers because of new job de­
mands, a constantly changing 
curriculum, and even changes in 
the state tenure act. 

"These will be difficult negotia­
tions, mainly because of state 
changes and mandates," Shaw 
said. "The teachers' job has be­
come more and more difficult. 
Teachers are being asked to deal 
with children with more needs, 
and with kids from dysfunctional 
families. There are more needy 
kids in regular classrooms. 

"Plus, there's $he demand on 

teachers to raise MEAP (Michi­
gan Educational Assessment Pro­
gram) scores. The state wants to 
increase the number of hours in 
school over the next few years. 

"It's not just a matter of salary, 
but all these program require­
ments." 

Both Shaw and Rennels pre­
dicted a surge of teacher retire­
ments this year. They attributed 
this surge both to the demands 
and changes already mentioned 
and to the fact that teachers 
might prefer retiring under a con­
tract with which they are familiar. 

Rennels estimated the number 
of teachers eligible for retirement 
at close to 500. 

Right now, Rennels said, Livo­
nia has a good mix of younger and 
older teachers. But an increase in 
retirements could help financial­
ly, because retiring teachers 
would be replaced by teachers at 
the lower end of the salary scale, 
and because the district won't 
have to pay unemployment bene­
fits for laid-off teachers, Rennels 
said. 

Negotiations also will take 
place during the time the district 
switches from one administrative 
team to another, July 1. Both 
sides said the new superintend­
ent, Ken Watson, will bring a 
"good rapport" to the negotia­
tions.

A Booth Street gunfight that 
left a Westland man with seven 
pellet wounds has resulted in 
criminal charges against him and 
his accused attacker, police said. 

The wounded man, Joseph Earl 
Justin, 32, of Westland, faces 
charges of felonious assault and 
illegal transportation of a loaded 
firearm. He could face up to four 
years in prison if convicted. 

Justin is accused of driving his 
van to the 36300 block of Booth 
with a loaded 12-gauge shotgun to 
confront a 27-year-old man whom 
he believed was responsible for 
earlier threats made against him 
over a girlfriend, 

Threats had been posted on a 

plywood sign in front of Justin's 
Second Street residence, and Jus­
tin went to the Booth Street resi­
dent with a shotgun to scare the 
27-year-old, police reports indi­
cated. 

When Justin arrived at the 
Booth Street residence, the 27-
year-old's father came out of the 
house with a shotgun, and a sub­
sequent shootout left Justin with 
seven wounds, said Westland De­
tective Sgt. Marc Stobbe. The in­
juries were not life-threatening. 

The 52-year-old father, George 
Patrick Merlino Sr., faces a 
charge of causing injury by un­
lawfully discharging a firearm, 
Stobbe said. He could face up to 
one year in jaif if convicted. 

Conflicting accounts emerged 

in the case, with both men claim­
ing they fired their weapons in 
self-defense, Stobbe has said. 
Each man accused the other of 
firing first. 

According to police reports, 
Merlino told police that he didn't 
realize he had hit Justin when he 
fired pellets from.the shotgun. 
Justin left the scene and sought 
medical treatment on his own 
when the shootout ended, police 
said. 

Both men are scheduled to ap­
pear in Westland 18th District 
Court on Thursday for prelimi­
nary hearings that will determine 
whether they should stand trial 
on the charges.

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Jefferson Elementary students learn fire safety 
Planning escape routes from a 

burning home can take the panic 
out of the first few moments that 
follow the raucous screeching of 
a smoke detector. 

It can save lives, too, Jefferson 
Elementary School students 
learned Monday morning. 

-Last year, 90 children under 
10 perished in Michigan fires, 
more than in any other age 
group, according to the Michigan 
Auto Club, which put on the 
safety program. There were 218 
state fire victims in the state 
last year. 

To help erase these tragic 
numbers, AAA Michigan again 
is holding some 300 fire safety 
programs reaching an expected 
90,000 kindergarten through 
sixth grade students statewide. 

The 30-minute sessions by 
AAA Michigan safety consul­
tants feature a smoke chamber 
to demonstrate how smoke de­
tectors work, how to select pri­
mary and secondary exits and 
how to protect against deadly 
smoke. 

The Jefferson students 
learned: 
• How to escape quickly from a 

burning home, with emphasis on 
establishing a gathering place, 
such as at a- driveway, for family 
members. 

"Results of recent research in­
dicated that to escape fires chil­
dren were often crawling under 
beds or hiding in toy bins rather 
than getting out of the house," 
said Jerry Basch, AAA Michigan 
community safety services man­
ager. "We realized that we had 
to teach children how to help 
themselves." 
• Various fire prevention tips, 
such as stressing that matches 
should be regarded as a tool, 
such as a drill or power saw, and 
not as a toy. 
• How to crawl to a door once a 
smoke alarm sounds and to touch 
the door with the back of the 
hand to determine if it is hot and, 
if so, to crawl to a different 
means of escape, such as a win­
dow. 

"One of the most important 
things this program teaches is 
that children must not panic but 
instead react quickly and ratio­
nally to fire danger," said Basch. 
"Planning escape routes before­
hand helps accomplish this."
